What to Put on Your Website

A chapter or state website is the public face for DAR and a great recruiting tool. The main goals of a site are to
attract new members, provide a way for the public to contact your chapter or state, and tell what you’re doing in
the community. The key question is to ask before deciding on any content you will use: Will this information be
interesting to the public, especially prospective members?



Chapters should make their site attractive, informative, and a personal reflection of the chapter's personality.
Keep the format simple and the page count small. Emphasize the activities of the chapter through descriptions

and photos of engaged chapter members.

Every public DAR website, whether chapter or state, must be approved by the national VIS Website Approval

Team to ensure that all DAR websites meet the standards set by the National Society.
